The information and complaint of Mathew Garbutt of the Township of Westfordale in the said Riding ________ taken and made upon Oath, the fourth day of May on thousand seven hundred and seventy four before me John Yeomann, an Esquire one of his majesty’s Justices of the Peace in and for said Riding, who upon such his information and complaint, faith
That on Saturday the twelfth day of March last past about either of the clock in the evening he this informant was walking on the highway between Castleton and Ainthorp in the Parish of Danby and in the Riding aforesaid and going to the latter of the said places he was passed by a man on foot that soon after another man overtook this informant and without speaking one word laid both of this informants coat on the lower part thereof but the same was about the middle part thereof buttoned that at the first pull the buttons held fast, but on the second they gave way and came off on which this informant endeavored to throw the said lattor man to the ground and to get away but was prevented by the first main who returned took hold of this informant’s leg and endeavord to throw him to the ground.   That the names of the persons that slary for us the said riding taylor so passed him as aforesaid are Francis Frankland and Thomas Frankland both brothers and that Thomas Frankland was the person that first passed and on Francis Frankland having taken hold of this informant as aforesaid, he the said Thomas Frankland witnessed and put his hand into this informant’s breeches pocket took out from here his purse in which was contained two guineas in gold and about seven shillings in silver that during the hine and before the said Thomas Frankland so put his hand into this informants pocket as aforesaid the said Francis Frankland took seized this informant by the throat about chocked him and so hold him whilst the said Thomas Frankland so s??? robbed him as aforesaid.  Saith that neither the said Thomas Frankland or the said Francis Frankland spoke wo this informant.  That the said Francis Frankland as soon as the said Thomas had so robbed this informant as aforesaid, threw the informant to the ground and upon a stone which while striking his breast and so violently that this informant has been ever seine extreamley ill and greatly widrey,  indangered his life and this informant upon his oath saith that the said Francis Frankland and Thomas Frankland are the very persons that so robbed him as aforesaid, brothers, informant having known them from their childhood and was born within or about two miles of them and has ever sine lived near them.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The voluntary examination and confession of Thomas Frankland apprehended on suspicion of robbing on the highway of the township of Danby in the said Riding, Labourer,  taken the twentieth day of March, one thousand seven hundred seventy four before me John Yeoman, Esquire on of his Majesty’s Justicves of the Peace in and for the said Riding, who upon such his examination saith that about a fortnight since he ran away from and left his master’s service at Shield’s that the same evening he went to his brother Francis Franklands at Stainton in the county of York where he continued till Friday afternoon the eleventh instant when he went to his father’s house at Danby in the said riding. That the next morning he went upon the moor to pull some Ling on heaths and continued there till noon when he went home to dinner and staid there all that afternoon till about eight of the clock in the evening when he went to the house of William Unthank who lives about half a quarter of a mile from his father’s house where he continued till about ten of the clock in the same evening.

That on Saturday the twelfth day of March instant about either of the clock in the evening he was this informant was walking on the high road between Denby Castleton and Ainthorp and going to the latter place he was passed by a man on foot that soon after another man overtook this informant and without speaking one word laid hold of this informant’s coat on the lower part therefor that the same was about the middle part therefor buttoned that at the first pull the buttons held fast but on the second they gave way and came off on which this informant endeavored to throw the said lattor man to the ground and to get away but was prevented by the said first man who returned he took hold of this informant’s leg and endeavord to throw him down but did not that the person that so ?enssed by this informant and ???ned as aforesaid he put his hand into this informant’s breches pocket and took out his purse in which was contained two guineas and an half in gold and about seven shillings in silver that during the time and before the said man put his hand into this informant’s pocket as aforesaid the person who first took hold of this informant’s coat as aforesaid seized the informant by the throat and almost choacked him that Thomqs Frankland being since apprehended on suspicion of having committed the said robbery he this informant does verily believe he is the person that so put his hand into his breeches pocket and took out his purse as aforesaid and he saith that neither of the said men spoke to this informant eithr before, at or after the said robbery.
